| have chosen the title of the exhibition Terra Incognita from the
feeling that art is really an unknown land for most of today’s po-
pulation. The question remains whether or not it has been a simi-
lar situation in the past centuries. Real art has never been a mass
affair, it has always rather resembled a lonely pilgrim who is wan-
dering around this world looking for a lost paradise...

Also
important for me were some other subliminal layers - questions
about human existence, his psyche, the atmosphere of the out-
going century that so doggedly sought freedom that it almost
lost its identity...

The presented selection is from the last row of about 200 tempera gouache works, which are ambivalently moving
between visual reality, light on the floor, imaginary symbol, disturbing sounds and a window into the unknown.
It was my intention, if possible, to introduce an almost lightly painted Impression, the whispering of painting in
a pianissimo position that was not originally intended for exhibition.

The recent death of my parents brought me to the consider about last things - things of daily use suddenly
transformed before our eyes into a memorial, objects in our house forming most bizarre still lifes, Mom’s gerani-
ums, the veil, evoking memories of old friendship, variations on a theme by Arvo Part, simply are kind of my dream
calendar, deep below me was the earth, gazing into the trees.

Since the time of Vincent Ravens it is a symbol of the
magical power of madness - a seemingly insane act of reaction is probably the
only reasonable response to this dark and crazy time...

It is the monumentality,
but also the most inner revelation of art, about that you can dream all your life...

Although the artist has a strong interest in the writings of French
theologian Teilhard de Chardin, his imagery is not necessarily Christian in tone, but rather more metaphysically
universal in its quest for understanding life, death, and salvation. Indeed the works range from existentialist
despair to joyful revelation without alluding to any specific icons or tenets of our world’s diverse theologies...

Fascination by the reflections on the water are maybe the main undertones of our
thoughts during our frequent walks with Zdenka through the chateau garden. The
water landscape is a significant contribution to the Baroque era, the Baroque ar-
chitecture, which is always masterfully placed in the realm of the specific situation
of space. Perhaps it was due to a slow, hand-crafted process that unconditionally
counted on everything that was still growing. Today, we can no longer see the
consequences of our actions.

Graphic scores of the 1960s are quite common and it seems that they are
already a fading chapter of the history of Czech art and music arts. Still,
| feel that over fifty years ago, we just had something begun and not
finished. The time of true harmony of the two kinds of art is fortunately still
before us. It allows us to express those artistic positions that are verbally
difficult to describe. Individual arts disciplines have been cooperating hand
in hand for centuries - there is no doubt about that. Today’s mutual igno-
rance of both camps leads in our country only to discoveries, which have
already been discovered. Multimedia focus means that in Western coun-
tries, in particular, a thorough understanding of all the fineses of today’s
proces of art, a thorough education which | really can not see in the
Czech Repubilic.

Hudba Prokofjevova baletu mne v jistém obdobi zasahla jako blesk z &istého nebe - jsou
v tom vzpominky na studia v byvalé piaristické koleji, smutek nekone¢nych chodeb byva-
lého klastera.

Night views of the
school building’s atrium, which dominated the cupole of St. John’s Church, were
indelibly embedded in my soul, as was the first platonic love, which | experienced
desperately at this period. | can still see dark gray and blue, towering high up to
heaven as the unspoken secret of humanity.

She studied at the Conservatory in
Brno with Professors Josef Jedlicka, Josef Dolezal, and Josef Holub, and at Janacek
Academy of Music Arts Brno — with Professor Antonin Moravec in violin and with Profes-
sor Zdenék Zouhar in composition. Her own wide creative activities includes numerous
solo performances, national and international performances as a violinist, and as a condu-
ctor with the Archbishop Ensemble of Kroméfiz specializing almost exclusively in contem-
porary works with chamber ensembles. In her solo recitals, she focuses especially on
contemporary Czech and Slovak music — many leading composers have dedicated violin
compositions to her, and she has also introduced in premiere programs works of world
composers from England, France, Austria, Germany, and the United States of America.

The
exhibition at the Palazzo Graziani meant for me a certain confirmation of my thesis about
unrepeatable experience from the landscape as the inner event of the human soul. Tri-
ptych called High above the sea, which is reproduced at the beginning of this catalog,
became my emblem, symbol of cooperation over time and geographical distance. Still in
my mind, | hear the immortal music by Czech composer Bohuslav Martinu ,,The Frescoes of
Piero della Francesca“. Frescoes and this music are full of the atmosphere of this land of art
and the sun - they accompany me with all my life, as much like my wife Zdenka and the voice
of her violin, which will also be heard in Ireland. We would like to express by this way our
thanks to our friends: the Italian music composer Massimiliano Messieri and the Irish painter
Tommy Barr for selfless help implementation of both these projects.
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
